	Hunua

· Mataitai Forest routes – tracks are often slippery and care is needed. These routes are suitable for experienced trampers only.
· Mataitai: Hunting may occur. Hunters should identify themselves, or provide permit on request (including members of the public).

· Vining – Farm section open.  Take care around stock, crossing stream and near quarry site. The farm is operated as a quarry. Quarry operations are year round, but well away from the track section. There may be occasional light vehicles driving past. Farmland section of track generally closed for lambing season (Aug-Oct)  This route is suitable for experienced trampers only

	Albany Scenic Reserve

· Track cleared and marked. This track has a number of steep sections, good footwear is required.

· This track is very slippery when wet 

· Some work has been done recently on track surface, metal has been laid in places, steps have been cut. (Work done by a community volunteer and work is not to Service Standards)
· No dogs allowed
· PTA present in reserve. 


	Mt William Walkway

· Please respect private property by keeping to the track. Sections of track are slippery when wet. Please keep to the track when crossing private farmland, and take care around stock.

· Please Leave Farm gates as you find them (open or closed)

· Hunting may occur. Hunters should identify themselves, or provide permit on request (including members of the public).


	Okura Bush Walkway

· Becomes slippery after periods of rain. Please keep to the track when crossing private farmland, and take care around stock. Leave gates as you find them.

· Dogs are not permitted on walkway
· Part of the section from Haigh Rd end to Karepiro Bay have had slips. Take extreme caution negotiating these areas.

· PTA present in Reserve 
· Karepiro Bay is part of Marine Reserve (restrictions apply)
· Karepiro Bay and Stillwater end are fragile areas, with NZ Dotterel and Oystercatcher populations

	Te Henga Walkway

· Track follows coastal cliffs and is rutted and steep in sections, it becomes slippery after periods of rain, take care around old slip sites. Recent vegetation trimming has opened the track up substantially for walkers. Please keep to the track when crossing private farm land, be careful around stock.

· A number of slips along the track. Track very narrow on these sections. Take extreme caution negotiating these sections.

· Te Henga (Bethells end) carpark closed from  7:00pm until 8:30 am for winter, and 08:30pm to 08:00am for summer (DST). 
· Bridge over stream at Bethells end was damaged in slip just before Xmas and has now been repaired.
· Sections of track overgrown with gorse/flax. Ongoing maintenance planned in near future to comply with service standards.


	Goldie Bush Walkway
· Horsman Rd end to Mokoroa Falls open
· Constable Rd end to Mokoroa Stream upgrade work is in progress. Track is open but please contact Auckland Visitor Centre if planning to walk the track as there will be some closures during the upgrade. Swingbridge constructed but not yet open.

· Track becomes slippery after periods of rain

· Mokoroa stream track is a marked route only, and extreme care is needed. Numerous stream crossings. Do not attempt after heavy rain. This route is suitable for experienced trampers only

· The Rotary Centennial Walkway network tracks are poled routes, through open farmland, please take care around stock and respect farming processes
